This agreement is not to be construed as a partnership, co-production, or any other arrangement,

other than that outlined in this agreement for the period defined above. This agreement may not

be consigned to any other party, nor may RENTER sublease ®RTS ON REALOo any other

parties under the auspices outlined herein. This agreement overwrites any previously dated

agreements and contains any and all provisions of agreement between both parties.

All of the following provisions are considered an integral part of this agreement. Signature below
signifies that RENTER has read, understood and accepted all the provisions described herein.

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1) RESERVATION OF THEATRE, DEPOSITS, PENALTIES.

RENTER will pay a deposit of $ due upon the signing of this agreement. Rental
deposit will be deposited into renter® bank account at the time of reservation. RENTER
will also provide a credit card number and necessary info to cover any additional
incidental charges that may occur during the rental, including telephone charges and
damages incurred during the period of rental.

Renter will be charged the cost to replace or repair any damage to the theater or
damaged property, as well as any cleaning needed to maintain the state of CARTS
ON REALQ at such rate to include materials and labor at $40 per hour, (or $10 per
quarter hour, rounded up to the next quarter hour). RENTER shall be liable for such costs
regardless of whether or not they exceed the amount of the security deposit. All damage
which occurs prior to the final rental date shall be paid by RENTER in full within 48 hours
of damage. Deposit amount less unpaid repair or damage costs incurred will be applied
to the rent of the final weekend.

Initial:

Cancellation subsequent to signing this contract of any or all of these reserved dates with a
less-than-120-day written notice to CARTS ON REALOshall result in the forfeiture of the
rental deposit and may result in the cancellation by GRTS ON REALCof other existing or
pending contracts. If RENTER notifies ARTS ON REALCof a cancellation more than 120 days
prior to first reserved date, the rental deposit will be returned in full to RENTER.

RENTER must submit title and brief description of the planned performance at the time of
reservation. ARTS ON REALOreserves the right to refuse reservation for artistic reasons. Should
the described and agreed upon content change, ARTS ON REALCreserves the right to cancel
this agreement.

2) RENTAL FEES.

RENTER shall pay rental fees as indicated:

Initial:

A late fee of $25 per day will be assessed for any unpaid rent starting at 12:01 AM on the day
immediately following use and continuing until rent is paid in full.

Failure to pay rental fees on time may result in forfeiture of deposit and cancellation of this
agreement.

A service charge of $50 will be assessed for returned checks.

3) CANCELLATION OF USE

QARTS ON REALOreserves the right to cancel this contract for any reason by giving forty-
five (45) days notice to RENTER. Should @RTS ON REALCcancel any contracted use covered
herein, all deposits and unused payments will be refunded to RENTER. No additional penalties
will be paid by ®RTS ON REALO
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QARTS ON REALOshall not be responsible for the cancellation of any performances due to
circumstances beyond the control of QARTS ON REALOincluding but not limited to inclement
weather, absent performers, lack of audience, or theft. If performances are canceled due to
failure on the part of ARTS ON REALOo maintain equipment and facilities outlined in Paragraph
5 (Equipment Maintenance, Repair and Alterations) RENTER will not be responsible for rental
fees for any canceled performances as a result of such failure.

4) CONDITION OF THEATRE AND PREMISES.

QARTS ON REALOis rented "as is." RENTER must provide all other items necessary to
achievement of its goals, including but not limited to additional seats, lights, sound equipment,
light and sound cable, masking, etc.

Initial:

For theatre performances, @RTS ON REALOwill provide 80 chairs on risers, basic sound and
lighting equipment. Folding chairs may be added to the front rows for a total of 110 chairs with
approval from the building management.

Before the start of the rental, the RENTER will be given a Qvalk-throughOof the facility by
an ARTS ON REALOrepresentative. At this time, the opening, pre-performance, ongoing and
lockup procedures will be explained and a copy of these procedures distributed for the RENTER's
reference. These procedures are to be followed and completed in their entirety. If a RENTER is
found to neglect or not fully complete these procedures, RENTER will forfeit any deposits. If
RENTER is found to be grossly negligent in following these procedures, ARTS ON REALO
management reserves the right to terminate this contract by serving a 24-hour notice.

Initial:
5) EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE, REPAIR AND ALTERATIONS.

QARTS ON REALOwill maintain the following items in good repair for the duration of the
RENTERG® run: existing bathrooms, exit signs, entrances, exits, common area lighting, and
electrical system. Any other improvements or alterations to the space are the sole responsibility
of the RENTER.

RENTER may not install any light and sound equipment that the rental requires without the
signed permission of an QARTS ON REALOrepresentative. Alterations to the existing light and
sound equipment may be enhanced by RENTER provided that the installation and ongoing use of
such equipment is supervised by qualified technicians and a @RTS ON REALCrepresentative,
and is made in a professional and workmanlike manner. Any additions to the light and sound
equipment shall be removed at the end of each performance run with no signs of damage to
existing equipment.

Any alterations to the space beyond the installation of light and sound equipment must be
approved by the QARTS ON REALOBoard and provided 30 days prior to planned
installation in writing to the Board of Directors. ARTS ON REALGis not responsible for the
insurance, maintenance costs or installation costs incurred by additional equipment or additional
alterations provided by RENTER.

Initial:

The RENTER will pay half of the cost of any existing light bulbs that burn out or become unusable

during the rental. RENTER is solely responsible for the cost of bulbs, mechanics or maintenance
of any additional equipment added to the existing equipment.
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6) BOX OFFICE/[HOUSE MANAGEMENT.
RENTER shall determine costs of tickets for performances covered herein.

At all performances or public displays, RENTER shall provide at least one House Manager
to be on duty in the front of theater from the beginning of the performance until the departure of
the last audience member. House Manager's responsibilities shall include crowd control, safety,
and cleanup as outlined in the procedures provided at time of the walk through.

Initial:
RENTER shall provide ushers and other audience attendants as necessary.

RENTER shall provide its own staff, tickets, change, petty cash and any other necessities
for running a box office at performances. Staff shall include any necessary ticket takers or
other personnel.

Initial:

ARTS ON REAL has no obligation to provide staff, crew, stage assistance, sound or
lighting assistance, or any other services pertinent to the RENTER® production. All
technicians and designers are the sole responsibility of the RENTER. Upon request, ARTS ON
REAL may make available its technical staff and crew at the following rates:

$40.00/hour Stage hands / Back Stage Help
$50.00/hour Ticketing hosts

$40.00/hour Ushers / Front Of House Management
$50.00/hour Light and Sound technicians
$75.00/hour Lighting and Sound designers
$50.00/hour Set and Costume Construction
$40.00/hour Set Deconstruction

$75.00/hour Stage / Set / Costume Designers

There will be a $100.00 surcharge for any AOR staffing request made with less than 24
hours notice.

7) CONCESSIONS.

QARTS ON REALOis responsible for all concessions sales. RENTER shall provide no
concession services. @G\rts On RealGshall be responsible for the stocking, sale and consumption
of beverages. G\rts On RealOwill be solely responsible for all beverage sales and abide by State
and Federal law in accordance to alcohol sales.

Initial:

RENTER is responsible for properly disposing of all recyclables and trash from
concessions sales that are left in the Theatre and Soundstage and common areas of the
building proper. Please empty all cans and bottles before depositing in recycle containers and all
trash must be removed from premises after the duration of the event.

Initial:
8) CLEAN UP.

@\RTS ON REALOis a multi-user facility. As such, every RENTER should endeavor, daily, to
leave the theater in equal or better condition as they found it when they arrived. Maintenance of
the facility should include, but is not limited to, sweeping, mopping, and emptying trash
receptacles after every daily usage. All trash must be removed from premises after the duration
of the event. These responsibilities are defined in the Opening Checklist, Closing Checklist,
Ongoing Checklist, and Strike Checklist. The Renter is responsible for all items listed in the
checklists. Failure to complete these procedures will result if forfeiture of deposit.
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Initial:
9) STRIKE.

RENTER must be responsible for returning the theater to the state in which it was found,
with any exceptions to be approved in writing by GARTS ON REALO Theatre shall be returned to
such condition before RENTER vacates the building on the final date of rental. Strike and move-
out should be completed in full by 12 PM (noon) on the day of Move-Out. A fee of $50 per hour
assessed to the renting company for each hour beyond noon that the theater is not vacated of all
renter® equipment and personnel, unless approved in writing with Arts On Real Management.

Initial:

Strike shall include sweeping and mopping the floor in the theater and dressing rooms,
and vacuuming, cleaning, etc., audience and common areas. These responsibilities are
defined in the Strike Checklist. Failure to complete strike responsibilities as defined in the Strike
Checklist in their entirety and to vacate the space by the strike date and time indicated above
without prior written approval from GARTS ON REALGshall result in forfeiture of deposit.

10) SMOKING / FIRE / BUILDING CODES.

QARTS ON REALOmust be notified in writing, and must approve in writing, the use of any
on-stage tobacco use, pyrotechnics or other smoking effect, or fog or fire effects. RENTER
is responsible for operating all smoke or fire effects within local fire codes. Any additional costs
and/or fines to RENTER or to ®ARTS ON REALGdue to on-stage fire or smoke and/or failure to
operate within fire codes shall be the sole responsibility of, and paid in full by the RENTER.
Failure to comply with this rule will nullify this agreement immediately, with the forfeiture of all
deposits and prepaid monies from renter to Arts On Real.

Initial:

@A\RTS ON REALOprovides six (6) fully charged fire extinguishers for the theater. RENTER must
immediately report use of any fire extinguisher.

The Fire Marshall will make periodic visits to @RTS ON REALO It is the RENTERG® responsibility
to make all arrangements for the show covered herein to meet all standards of the local fire code.
@A\RTS ON REALOmeets the requirements in regard to the care of the exit lights and other
structural fire code regulations, but is not responsible for the RENTER® show being closed due to
code violations within the RENTERG® production. RENTER is liable for any and all costs and fines
due to code violations, including but not limited to the costs incurred to other groups using the
building and the loss of daily business of Arts On Real business management.

11) SECURITY.

QARTS ON REALOwill not be responsible for damage to RENTER'S equipment, properties,
costumes or scenery when left in theater. RENTER is encouraged to remove all valuables
from the theater when vacating daily or to lock valuables in a lock box. Props, costumes, scenic
elements, make up and other belongings should be stored in designated areas at the end of each
performance.

QARTS ON REAL@0Ostaff, company members or in-house theater troupe may optionally
hold theater-related rehearsals or meetings or events in the theater while the renter®
property is stored there during the times when the renter is not using the space. @RTS ON
REALGshall be responsible for the theater and its contents while the theater is opened for ARTS
ON REALCQuse.

Initial:
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No other @utsideGcompany, troupe or association will be allowed to gather, meet, rehearse or
otherwise congregate in the theater at any time during the renter® weeks without a separate
signed agreement between G\RTS ON REAL,Othe RENTER, and the third party for each day use
is scheduled. In that event, and with that signed agreement between the three parties, OARTS
ON REALOassumes no responsibility for damage to RENTER'S equipment, properties,
costumes or scenery during the use by the third party.

Initial:
12) SAFETY.

It is the RENTER'S responsibility to use common sense to protect the safety of cast, crew
and audience. At all times proper safety equipment shall be utilized. All construction performed
by RENTER in the theater should be executed to accepted professional safety standards. ARTS
ON REALGshall have final determination of what constitutes proper safety standards, and can
deny use by RENTER of construction or equipment deemed unsafe.

13) COMPLIMENTARY TICKETS.

At OARTS ON REALBOrequest, the RENTER shall provide two (2) complimentary tickets
per performance for use by ARTS ON REALO

14) PUBLICITY/PROGRAMS.

All publicity, advertising, posters, programs, etc. for performances listed above, shall list the web
address of ARTS ON REALQand list the place and address of performance as:

@A\RTS ON REALOrequests pictures or images, approved by RENTER, for archival and
promotional purposes.

16) QARTS ON REALOPUBLICITY.
QARTS ON REALOreserves its right to include mention or promote the performances
covered herein, in its marketing, publicity, and development literature. RENTER will provide a

brief statement or press release for use by @RTS ON REALGfor its marketing, publicity and
development efforts.

17) PHONES.

The phones in the offices and soundstage area are made available for local calls only.
RENTER will be billed for long-distance or other toll calls made during the times and dates
covered by this contract, and deducted from the security deposit and / or billed to the approved
credit card of the RENTER at the end of the rental period.

18) ACCIDENTS.

RENTER, or RENTER'S designated stage manager, shall report all accidents and injuries
to person or property immediately to CARTS ON REALQ
Initial:

19) PARKING.

@A\RTS ON REALOprovides a concrete private parking lot for more than 40 cars on the lot in front
of the theater. ARTS ON REALOshall not be responsible for any expense due to cars being
towed, break-ins, or improper parking on or near the theater premises.

20) REST ROOMS.

Two rest rooms are made available for use by the audience and one restroom is provided
for use by the production staff and crew and talent. RENTER shall not prohibit in any way the
use of the QublicOrest rooms (those located in the lobby of the theater) by the audience.
Malfunction or supply problems should be reported immediately to @RTS ON REALO

21) RIGHTS TO PRODUCE/ROYALTIES.

At time of contract signature, RENTER must file with QARTS ON REALOmanagement proof
of author@ permission to produce the performance listed above and/or a receipt for royalties
paid.

22) USE OF THE SPACE/OTHER RENTALS

This agreement does not give RENTER exclusive use of the space. RENTER may enter and
use the space only for the purposes contained in this agreement and only for the times and dates
indicated in this agreement. RENTER may not make use of any tools, materials, or property
located in ARTS ON REALOwithout permission from GARTS ON REALO For the duration of this
agreement, RENTER is granted access only to the areas designated specific to stated use.

Initial:

OARTS ON REALOreserves the right to rent the theater space for OFF TIME (defined as
Qate Night,00op of the Week,Gand @aytimeQ rentals during the RENTERG® run unless
otherwise specified in the attached rental chart. RENTER will be notified in advance of these
rentals. In all matters regarding lighting, sound, set configuration, dressing room needs, etc., the
RENTERG® PRIME TIME Rental Contract will take precedence.

Initial:
OFF TIME rentals will be contractually required by BARTS ON REALOto work around the
production requirements of the PRIME TIME Rental. OFF TIME rentals may wish to use sound

and lighting equipment from the PRIME TIME Rental. PRIME TIME RENTER has the right to
refuse the shared use of their personal equipment.
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Initial:

RENTER may also negotiate a rental fee for equipment use between RENTER and the OFF
TIME renter. Any such agreement shall be wholly between the RENTERS. @RTS ON REALOwill
not be a party in any such agreements. In all matters of dispute, the PRIME TIME RENTERG®
performance needs will take precedence. Should any disputes arise, RENTER agrees to notify
@A\RTS ON REALOmmediately.

RENTER agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made by @A\RTS ON REALOIN order to
accommodate the needs of ARTS ON REAL®@Omultiple users.

23) INDEMNIFICATION / LIABILITY.
Q\RTS ON REALGand its employees and agents shall not be liable to RENTER or to RENTERG
employees, patrons, visitors, invitees or other person for any injury to any such person or for any
damage to personal property caused by an act, omission or neglect of the RENTER or )
RENTERG agents. The RENTER agrees to indemnify and hold harmless ARTS ON REALCand
its employees and agents, its officers, employees and agents, from any liability or claim resulting
from or pertaining to the activities to be carried out under this agreement.
